In this context, this course analyzes the relationship between geography, knowledge,
and power within the framework of periods such as imperialism, expansionism, the Cold War, and the
new world order. The course which consists of two main parts, classical geopolitics and critical geopolitics,
first examines classical geopolitical theories and world political history from the 20th century to the
present. Secondly, critical geopolitical approaches examine the power relations constructed by classical
geopolitics and how these relations shape the geopolitical imagination in minds.
