Bu ders kapsamında; dil sosyolojisinin temel kavram ve kuramlarına genel bir bakışın ardından, söylem

kavramı ve bir disiplin olarak söylem analizi üzerine çeşitli kuram ve tartışmalar ele alınacak, “eleştirel

söylem analizi” gibi öne çıkan yaklaşımlar irdelenecek ve elbette tüm bu kuramsal edinimlerin pratiğe

dökülerek anlamlandırılabilmesi için, örnek metinler üzerinden çözümleme çalışmaları yapılacaktır.
