Ce cours propose une introduction approfondie au journalisme d’investigation en articulant cadres théoriques et
pratiques de terrain. Il analyse I'évolution historique et les débats centraux du journalisme d’investigation dans les
contextes turc et international, tout en formant les étudiant-e-s a I'utilisation des archives publiques, du droit d’accés
a I'mformation, des sources humaines et vulnérables, ainsi qu’aux outils du journalisme de données. Une attention
particuliere est accordée a I'éthique, aux stratégies narratives et a la gestion des risques, afin de permettre la
production d’enquétes rigoureuses et d’un projet final original inscrit dans I'intérét public.
