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Objectif du Cours Ce cours vise à examiner les principaux débats contemporains qui ont émergé dans le domaine de la

politique comparée depuis le début des années 2000. Il se concentre sur les causes et les conséquences

de développements majeurs tels que le recul démocratique, le renforcement des tendances autoritaires,

la montée du populisme et l’approfondissement de la polarisation politique. Ces processus seront

analysés dans une perspective comparative, en tenant compte de leur impact non seulement sur les

démocraties de la « troisième vague », mais aussi sur les régimes démocratiques établis. Le cours

abordera également les solutions possibles et les mécanismes de résilience visant à faire face aux

menaces pesant sur la démocratie.
